The Long Beach Civic Association welcomes you to our community.  As a member of the community, you have access to two beaches.  The “North Beach” is located at the very end of North Harbor and the “South Beach” is at the foot of Long Beach Drive where it meets the water.  There is a private marina (Flag Harbor Marina) located off Flag Harbor Blvd) at which boat slips may be rented.  A full service boat yard (Flag Harbor Marine Service) is located next to the marina.

Parking in the beach parking lots requires a beach pass which must be displayed in a prominent place on your vehicle.   Beach passes are issued each year to those residents who are paid up to date in their road fees.  Beach passes for those paid up residents are enclosed with the April newsletter.  Road Fee Assessments are based upon road frontage and are mailed in the first quarter of each year.  These mandatory fees are used to maintain our private roads and beach parking lots, provide beach security during summer months and for snow removal during winter months.

The Long Beach Civic Association (LBCA) was incorporated in 1963.  LBCA publishes a quarterly newsletter which is mailed out to all residents of Long Beach.  The newsletter contains articles on past and future events, general information and a contact list for the Board of Directors.   LBCA has a web site at http://www.longbeachmd.org.  Check out the web site for information on community events, both past and present.  The site also contains an e-mail link which can be used to send messages and inquiries to the Board of Directors. 

Membership in LBCA is optional and is restricted to property owners and their family members.  The annual voting membership fee is $15.00 per person.  Members of the Association can vote for residents to be on the Board of Directors.  Board Members must be members in good standing of LBCA.  Elections are held at the Annual Meeting which is held in October.  Board meetings are held every second Tuesday of each month and are open to the public.

LBCA owns and operates the Long Beach Community Center Building which is located on Calvert Blvd.  The upstairs portion of the building has a fully functional kitchen, restrooms and a large open area suitable for parties, receptions and meetings.  Tables and chairs are available.  The upstairs is available after-hours to members for pre-approved community functions.  Members and non-members can rent the upstairs after-hours for private functions.
